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However, each one of you also must love his wife as he loves
himself, and the wife must respect her husband. Ephesians 5:33

MAIN IDEA: In general, the primary emotional need of wives is
love and the husband’s is respect. When these two elements are
functioning normally a marriage can grow to its full potential.

1. Your Wife Needs YOUR LOVE. (25-32)

Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and
gave himself up for her... Ephesians 5:25

Builds her spiritually

2. The Priority of UNITY & ONENESS.

“But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far away have
been brought near by the blood of Christ. For he himself is our
peace, who has made the two groups one and has
destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility...”
Ephesians 2:13-14 (see 11-22)

Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the
bond of peace... Ephesians 4:3-6 (John 17:20-23)

“..s0 that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach
unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and
become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness
of Christ... '® From him the whole body... grows and builds
itself up in love, as each part does its work.”
