2. The Lord’s Prayer is the PARTNERSHIP that changes 
the world. (Matt. 7:7) 

“Only ask, and I will give you the nations as your 
inheritance, the whole earth as your possession.”    
Psalm 2:8 NLT  

 

3. The Lord’s Prayer is the basic BALANCED DIET of 
Christian Life.  

“teaching them to obey everything I have commanded 
you.”

4. The Lord’s Prayer is the means of DAILY TUNING
